CSSC National Open Sea Angling Championships 

 Annual General Meeting held at the Deal 1919 Angling Club 

at 20:00 on Saturday 17 November 2007

The meeting opened at 20:03 with about 31 members present and Steve Adkin in the chair.

1. To agree the minutes of the AGM held at Liverpool on 11 November 2006.

As the minutes had only been circulated just before the start of the meeting Barry Davies read the minutes out.  A proposal that the minutes were accepted as an accurate record made by Terry Farrington and seconded by Martin Bradshaw was carried unanimously.

2. Matters arising from the minutes.

There were none.

3. Treasurer’s Report and to agree the accounts for the year ended 31 March 2007.

The accounts were circulated before the start of the meeting.

The treasurer Iain Colquhoun explained that now CSSC HQ were involved in the running of the event, the competitors accommodation and officers’ T & S were not shown in the accounts as these items were paid direct by CSSC HQ.  Iain also explained that due to ties in the longest fish categories more prize money had been paid out than was received.

There were no questions put to the treasurer.  A proposal that the accounts be accepted made by Steve Entwistle and seconded by Martin Bradshaw was unanimously carried.

4. Update on the 2008 event.

Steve Adkin said that a date had not yet been fixed because the tide tables for Bridlington are not yet available, but it was proposed to fish the same venue as 2005 and also the Expanse hotel.  The reserve venue in case of unfavourable conditions would be Filey.  Steve said that car-parking charges had been introduced at Bridlington but he hoped to try and negotiate a discount.

5. To agree a venue for 2009.

Barry Davies said that he had attended the National Team Final at Tynemouth on 1 November and it had been suggested to him that on a rotation basis perhaps the 2009 event should be in Scotland.  The Scottish team suggested that suitable accommodation could be found in Dundee and that Arbroath a few miles away would be a suitable venue.  This venue should fish well in daylight, although the event would need to be fished earlier in the year than November.

A proposal that the venue be in South Wales was not seconded and no other suggestions were put forward.

A proposal for Dundee / Arbroath by Martin Bradshaw, seconded by Ashley Robertson was carried.

6. Election of Officers.

Iain explained that auditors were no longer required as CSSC HQ now performs that task.

Barry took the chair to conduct the election for chairman.  However a proposal that the three officers were elected en bloc was made by Martin Bradshaw and seconded by Paul Whiteley.  After Barry established that all were prepared to stand a unanimous vote re-elected:

7. Any Other Business.

Adrian Horner said that he had not realised that the event would be fished into darkness and that the final information had been received late.  Barry apologised for the late arrival of the final details but said that he had encountered problems obtaining details from the entry forms from CSSC HQ, but hoped that next year the entry forms would come direct to him.  The fishing times were stated on the entry form.

Paul Mortlock raised the subject of the South East Regional Shore Qualifier.  Barry said that this subject was not at all relevant to the NOSAC AGM but did explain to the meeting what he knew about the circumstances.

The lack of suitability of the Dover Ramada Hotel was discussed.

The meeting closed at 20:30.
